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SUMMARY FOR  3-7-11 THROUGH 5-08-11      
This report takes us through week 18 of 2011.  We continue our mission of attempting to improve the quality of life in the BID areas.  We use a combination of strict enforcement of the law with outreach to the business, tourist, citizen, and homeless communities.  We act as ambassadors for Hollywood and consider ourselves to be problem solvers and members of this community.  Our participation in a wide variety of meetings and involvement in charity and community events is a reflection of our model at work.  
EVENTS OF INTEREST:
On 03-09-11, our Officers did a follow-up business check at the Museum of Death located at 6025 Hollywood Blvd.  We spoke to J.D. who is the owner.  He had complained of narcotics sales in the rear parking lot.  We then started providing extra patrol at the location.  J.D. said he has not seen any further activity since he notified us of the problem. 

On 3-19-11, there was an anti war march which traveled through the BID.  LAPD estimated that there were 15,000 to 20,000 protesters.  A group of protesters refused to leave the Grauman’s Chinese Theater property.  We received a call from LAPD requesting our assistance at the location.  We provided back up as they formed a skirmish line and arrested 10 people.

On 3-20-11, we had very heavy rain during the shift.  We received a radio call at Hollywood Electronics located at 6776 Hollywood Blvd.  There was a business dispute as a tour was cancelled due to the weather, but the business refused to refund the customers money.  They were eventually convinced to do the refund. 

On 3-31-11, our Officers Mike and Mike were flagged down by homeless artist Harold at Sunset and Hudson.  They have helped him get shelter and other services in the past.  He wanted to show them his gratitude by giving them a piece of his artwork.

On 4-4-11, we received a radio call of a business dispute at the Continental Exchange Store located at 6565 Hollywood Blvd.  Two French tourists were attempting to exchange Euro’s for dollars.  They believed that the clerk was not giving them the correct exchange.  The tourists did not speak English.  A communication gap was filled as we learned that our Officer Thompson speaks French.  We found out that Sgt. Patton speaks German on a past similar radio call.  We also have several Spanish speakers on the team. 
On 4-7-11, our Officers were doing a business check at So. Cal. Self Storage located at 5900 Hollywood Blvd.  They found six homeless people smoking marijuana on the side
of the building.  We asked them to leave and they complied.  The owner, Moses thanked our officers for the assist.

On 4-16-11, the YMCA had their Healthy Kids Day.  There were many participants and the event involved a street closure.  We sent two of our Officers over on T-3’s to provide extra patrol for the event.

OUTREACH: 
On 3-14-11, our officers met a young homeless woman named Alexis at Ivar and Hollywood Blvd.  She said she needed a shelter that would accept her dog.  We directed her to the Saban Free Clinic for a TB test which is a necessary first step to entering a PATH Shelter.  We also contacted the PATH HERO Team on her behalf.

On 3-16-11, our Officers spoke to homeless Vern.  He was trying to get a California ID card, but the DMV would not accept his laminated birth certificate.  We contacted Travelers Aid for him and sent him there.  He was very grateful for the help. 

On 3-17-11, we assisted the LAPD on a call regarding a woman loitering at Selma Park.  The LAPD Officers asked if we could help Sonji.  It turned out that she was a laid off teacher from out of state.  She is now homeless.  We gave her information regarding 
services and also put her in contact with Crystal at the PATH Mall.  We made plans to meet with her later to assist her with necessary paperwork.

On 3-18-11, our Officers contacted 70 year old Joan at Ivar and Yucca.  She is homeless and we have made many contacts in the past.  She has always refused assistance.  She was wearing thin urine soaked pants and a light jacket.  Our Officers pointed out the cold temperature and impending rain to Joan.  She finally agreed to try the PATH Shelter.  After contacting Courtney Kanagi, we learned that the shelter was completely full.  Courtney set up an extra bed and we were able to transport Joan to the shelter where she received a shower, food, new clothing, as well as shelter.

On 03-22-11, our Officers found Navy Veteran Mia stranded in her car at 1787 Highland.  She was fleeing an abusive relationship in Washington State and was trying to get to her brother’s house in Huntington Beach.  Her ex-boyfriend had taken her money and she ran 
out of gas.  Our Officers went to a gas station and got enough gas to get her to her brother.

On 3-24-11, we received a radio call of a woman down at 1821 Highland.  Upon arrival we found that it was long time homeless woman Nancy.  She said she had been hit by a car and could not get up.  She has claimed to have been hit by a car on at least two other occasions.  We called Paramedics and Unit 84 responded and took her to the hospital.

On 3-24-11, our Officers found the homeless John lying in the parking lot at 1810 Cahuenga.  His face was so swollen that he could not open his left eye.  His legs were also badly swollen and he could not get up.  We called Paramedics and were able to convince John to go with them.  He believed that he was having an allergic reaction to something.

On 3-24-11, we received a radio call of a man refusing to leave the Jack in the Box located at 6407 Sunset Blvd.  We then met 64 year old John.  He was homeless and in need of assistance.  We were not able to contact any of our outreach contacts.  We were able to supply him with a waterproof coat, gloves and a hat.  Our Officers then noticed that his legs were swollen and smelled of gangrene.  John absolutely refused to let us call Paramedics for him even after being warned that he could lose his legs if he did not receive treatment.  

The next morning our Officers (Mike and Mike) found John and convinced him to accompany them to the Church of the Blessed Sacrament.  Paramedics were then called and they transported him to Cedars Sinai Hospital.  We also contacted Adult Protective Services on John’s behalf.  

On 03-25-11, our Officers contacted 21 year old homeless woman Natalia at 7005 Hollywood Blvd. which is Hip Hop Hollywood.  The business calls us on a daily basis as Natalia sleeps in front of the business every night.  Natalia is mentally unstable and frightens both employees and customers with her erratic behavior.  

We have tried many times to offer assistance, but she has also turned us down.  On this date, Sgt. Patton and Officer Islas were able to break through.  They went to the Church of the Blessed Sacrament where they picked up Mark from Step up on Second.  He 
agreed to accompany our Officers to Natalia’s location so that he could evaluate her.  We drove him to the scene.

Mark was able to convince Natalia to go to the church for further evaluation.  We transported her as well as her considerable luggage.  The immediate plan was to place her in the Gilbert Hotel while the evaluation process continues.  We re-contacted the employees at Hip Hop Hollywood and they were very happy with this progress.  This incident is a good illustration of our attempts at problem solving.  Both the business owners and Natalia will hopefully benefit from these developments.
 On 3-25-11, our Officers were flagged down at Cahuenga and Selma and told that there was a man exposing himself.  We made contact with Tyree who was homeless.  His zipper was broken and we determined that he was not exposing himself on purpose.  We drove him to the Church of the Blessed Sacrament where he was given food and clothing.

On 4-1-11, we received a radio call of a man down at 6400 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival, we found Ronald passed out on the ground. We had arrested him earlier in the day for drinking in public.  Paramedics were called as we were unable to rouse him.  They took him to the hospital.

On 4-4-11, our Officers found the troubled homeless man George down on the sidewalk at 1424 Cahuenga.  He was rolling around and screaming.  He said that he had severe leg pain.  We called Paramedics for him.

On 4-5-11, our Officers Mike and Mike were flagged down by a group of homeless youth in the alley north of Sunset and west of Van Ness.  The group was having a BBQ at the location and asked our Officers to join them.  Our Officer stayed with them for awhile and spoke about housing and placement concerns.

We received some sad news regarding a woman named Christine Keenan (09-07-61).  She was a homeless woman that we had numerous contacts with since we started patrolling Hollywood in 2007.  Our records indicate that the security company here prior to us had contacts with Christine as far back as 1999.  She was arrested multiple times for drinking in public.  We made many attempts to try and convince her to leave life on the streets.

Christine had problems with alcohol and substance abuse.  She had been a U.S. Marine in the past and we used this in our on-going efforts to help her.  Our Officers Mike and Mike had recently finished helping her to fill out paperwork to make her eligible for a placement with the Veteran’s Administration.  We turned the paperwork over to Veteran’s and were waiting for results.  

On 3-3-11, our Officers saw Christine at the Church of the Blessed Sacrament.  She looked very bad and they called an ambulance for her.  It appeared that she had a stroke.  We have since learned that she died at the hospital.  Her mother came to the Church on 3-12-11 and thanked our Officers for their attempts at helping her daughter,

On 4-13-11, Sgt. Reyes and Officer Watkins were at the LAPD Station booking a suspect when they were approached by LAPD Desk Officer Ignacio.  He said that Manuel had come in seeking assistance.  He had lost his apartment due to lack of funds and now found himself living in his car.  The Officer asked if we could help.

Our officers spoke to Manuel who was very distraught.  They contacted Simatra at PATH.  She could not place him until he got a tuberculosis screening.  She agreed to arrange that for the next day and then get him into a placement.  Our Officers verified that Manuel had enough food for the night and he said he would sleep in his car until his meeting with PATH tomorrow.  Manuel was very grateful for the help.  

On 4-18-11, we received a call from Reggie of the PATH HERO Team.  He said that the elderly Joan had disappeared from the PATH Shelter where she had been staying.  She is a longtime homeless woman that we have spent many hours with, helping to convince her to enter the shelter.  Reggie said she had last been seen at Hollywood and Ivar and that an ambulance and PET Team was standing by to take her back to the shelter. 

We began a search and found Joan near the Kodak Theater located at 6801 Hollywood Blvd.  We called Reggie who responded.  Joan refused to go with him.  Because of the rapport they had established with her, our guys were able to persuade Joan to go with them.  They then drove her to the waiting ambulance and she was returned to the shelter.

On 5-1-11, our Officers found a 75 year old man on the ground having a seizure in the 1700 block of McCadden.  He had struck his head on the ground when he fell.  Paramedics units RA27 and 827 responded and took him to the hospital.

On 5-2-11, we found a man named George lying face down on the sidewalk at 6200 Selma.  We were unable to rouse him so we called Paramedics.  RA27 responded and were able to wake the inebriated man.

On 5-5-11, we received a radio call of a man trespassing at Pla Boy Liquors located at 6435 Yucca.  Upon arrival we found Paramedics speaking to the homeless Morris Bryant.  He said he was suffering from pneumonia.  They declined to transport him to the 
hospital.  Our Officers contacted Anthony from Housing Works and he responded and took Morris to the Saban Free Clinic for treatment.

ENFORCEMENT:

In the Hollywood BID we have made a total of 350 arrests.  One hundred and sixty were for drinking in public, 30 for urinating in public, 73 for trespass,14 for illegal vending, 14 for battery, 23 for blocking the sidewalk, 4 for theft, 1 for vandalism, 12 for miscellaneous misdemeanors, and 19 for felonies. We also made 222 homeless referrals, assisted 90 agencies, provided extra patrol to 506 locations, assisted 2695 citizens, handled 802 radio calls for service and made 1142 business contacts. 

In the Sunset BID, we have made a total of 95 arrests.  Forty were for drinking in public, 13 for urinating in public, 11 for trespass, 7 for battery, 7 for blocking the sidewalk, 6 for theft, 1 for vandalism, 1 for miscellaneous misdemeanors, and 9 for felonies.  We also made 77 homeless referrals, assisted 38 agencies, provided extra patrol to 314 locations, assisted 2148 citizens, handled 460 radio calls for service, and made 753 business contacts.    

The combined totals for both BIDS are 445 arrests.  Two hundred for drinking in public, 43 for urinating in public, 84 for trespass, 14 for illegal vending, 21 for battery, 30 for blocking the sidewalk, 10 for theft, 2 for vandalism, 13 for miscellaneous misdemeanors and 28 for felonies.   We also made a combined total of 299 homeless referrals, assisted 128 agencies, provided extra patrol to 820 locations, assisted 4843 citizens, handled 1262 radio calls for service, and made 1895 business contacts.

NOTED ARRESTS:
On 03-10-11, our Officers were doing a business check at the Jack in the Box located at 6407 Sunset Blvd.  They saw that there was a disturbance at the counter.  A man named Michael was arguing with an employee (Sanchez).  He was very hostile and was using profanity.  The employee asked Michael to leave, but he refused.  We were then asked to get him to leave as he was now trespassing.  

Michael became enraged and started to walk away.  He suddenly turned and threw a 24 oz. cup at Officer Sterling, hitting him on the face.  The cup then bounced off and hit a customer.   Officers Sterling and Watkins told him he was under arrest for assault. They then had to wrestle the struggling suspect to the ground as he fought them.  Our Officers received minor cuts and bruises.  The suspect had a small cut on his ear as he ear ring became dislodged during the struggle.

On 3-11-11, our Officers saw Juan drinking in public at 6636 Selma.  He was very hostile and refused to submit to arrest until advised that a Taser may be deployed.  We learned that the suspect was on Parole.   Parole Agent Ramos violated the suspect’s parole as a result of our arrest.

On 3-11-11, Barney the Dinosaur (Richard) came to our office with Derek.  Richard said that Derek had assaulted him and that this was an ongoing situation.  He placed Derek under private person’s arrest.  We processed the paperwork and called LAPD who booked the suspect into custody.

On 3-13-11, we arrested Carlton for aggressive solicitation at 1600 N. Vine.  He has been warned numerous times, but persists in this activity.  We later learned that he had 4 outstanding warrants.  

On 3-15-11, we arrested Richard for trespass at 6777 Hollywood Blvd.  We have arrested him seven times for this charge in the last 10 months as well as twice for drinking in public.  The last arrest was at the CNN building.  He said he was there to report that he had spotted Bin Laden in Seattle.
On 3-15-11, we received a radio call of a disturbance at the Jack in the Box located at 6407 Sunset Blvd.  We spoke to Brenda who said that the suspect (Antonio) approached 
her yelling profanities.  He then dumped coffee on her.  Brenda signed a Private Person’s Arrest form and we took the suspect into custody.

On 3-16-11, we received a radio call of a man attacking people at the Staples located at 6450 Sunset Blvd.  Upon arrival we contacted Postal Worker Edith Maria.  She said the suspect (Robert) ran towards her screaming.  He then threw a shoe at her and missed.  She tried to get away, but he threw a second shoe which struck her on the back.  She identified the suspect and signed a Private Person’s Arrest form.  We then placed him under arrest for Battery.

On 03-21-11, we received a radio call of a man acting strangely and challenging people to fight in front of the Metro Station located at Hollywood and Highland.  We arrested 
Arni for battery after he attempted to grab the crotch of one of our Officers.  He was brought to our office and I attempted to interview him.  He made strange faces and grunted at me.  We had serious doubts about Arni’s mental state and shared that information with the responding LAPD Officers.  They took him to the hospital for psychiatric evaluation.  

On 3-22-11, we received a radio call of a fight in the parking lot of the Tommy’s Burger located at 5915 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival our Officers saw Phillip and Shawn who was bleeding on the face.  Both were armed with large rocks.  Phillip then walked up behind a male Hispanic.  He then attempted to hit the man on the back of the head with a large rock.  Our officers knocked the rock from his hand and arrested him for felony attempted assault with a deadly weapon.  Shawn attempted to hit one of our Officers with his bicycle and he was tackled to the ground and arrested for the same charge.  The male Hispanic disappeared in the confusion.

On 3-28-11, we arrested Michael for drinking in public at 1623 Cahuenga.  After turning him over to the LAPD, we learned that he had an outstanding felony warrant for Grand Theft.

On 3-28-11, we arrested Gregory for tampering with a parking meter at 6400 Sunset Blvd.  We have made several arrests for this section this year.  After transporting Gregory to the LAPD Station, we learned that he had outstanding warrants, including one for burglary which is a felony.

On 3-29-11, District Attorney Investigator A. Campbell told us that a suspect named Randal had an outstanding felony warrant for Fraud.  Our officers spotted Randal across from the Selma Elementary School.  They followed him at a distance as he walked away.  We called the LAPD and they dispatched a unit.  They stopped Randal at Selma and Cassil and arrested him for the felony.  We provided back-up.  Although we could have arrested this felony suspect on our own, and have done so on hundreds of occasions, we always work in partnership with the LAPD and handle arrests in the safest tactical way that is available.

On 3-30-11, we arrested Roman for trespass at 6767 Selma.  After transporting him to the LAPD Station, we learned that he had a Felony No Bail Warrant.

On 4-1-11, we received a radio call of a fight between two males at the McDonalds located at 1413 Vine.  We told the caller to call LAPD and advised that we would also 
respond.  Upon arrival, we found the bathroom door to be locked.  We had the manager unlock it.  Our Officers were able to force the door partially open.  A suspect was attempting to hold the door shut.  Our Officers saw that the 29 year old suspect was 
holding an elderly man in a choke hold.  The suspect was then able to force the door shut again.

At this point we had four BID Officers at the scene (Officers Baxter, Gordon, Thompson, Mooney).  They feared that the victim was in immediate danger.  All four Officers then forced the door open and pulled the victim to safety.  They then placed suspect Darnnell into custody for 368f P.C. (Felony False Imprisonment by Force) and 207P.C. (Kidnapping).  We learned that the suspect is a Registered Sex Offender and it is believed that the suspect was attempting to rape the victim.  Felony charges were filed against the suspect.
The 75 year old victim told us that he was using the urinal when the suspect grabbed him from behind in a choke hold.  He fought the suspect for many minutes.  He was able to break free a few times and ran for the door.  The suspect was able to drag him back into the room each time.  The LAPD arrived, took custody of the suspect, and handled the investigation of this crime.

On 4-2-11, our Officers saw Gabriel drawing graffiti on the wall of Big Wangs located at 1562 Cahuenga.  He was placed under arrest and transported to the LAPD Station.

On 4-2-11, we received a radio call of a possible suspect attempting to defraud Star Tours at 6801 Hollywood Blvd.  We contacted the very disagreeable Byron.  He was trying to pick up $2,000.00 in tour tickets that had been purchased over the internet.  LAPD arrived and took over the investigation.  Byron was placed under arrest for Fraudulent use of another’s credit card.  He also had two outstanding felony warrants for Grand Theft and one for Felony Burglary.  

On 4-2-11, our Officers saw Adam involved in an altercation in the parking lot of the CVS Pharmacy located at 1717 N. Wilcox.  As they made contact with him, he removed a bottle of rum from his pocket and took a drink.  He admitted that he had stolen the alcohol and was placed under arrest for Felony Possession of Stolen Property.  Paramedics responded and took him to the hospital prior to his booking as he had sustained some injuries during his altercation.

On 4-4-11, we received a radio call of a fight occurring at 6801 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival we learned that Derek had attacked a tour salesman (James).  Derek said that he was married to Paris Hilton and he was angry at the Tour salesman for allegedly 
assaulting Paris.  We arrested Derek for Battery and turned him over to the LAPD for booking.

On 04-05-11, we received a radio call of a group causing a disturbance and refusing to leave at 6410 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival we arrested Bradley for drinking in public.  The rest of the group were sent on their way.  After taking Bradley to the LAPD Station, we learned that he was a Parolee at Large and that he had an outstanding Felony Warrant for Burglary in Arizona.  

After the incident, property owner Phil Erinberg called our office.  He was watching the arrest from his rooftop.  He was very happy with our handling of the incident and said that our Officers conduct was the model of professionalism.    

On 4-5-11, we received a radio call of an assault at 6925 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival we found Steven holding suspect Jevion down on the sidewalk.  Steven is a tourist from Wisconsin and was in Hollywood with his wife and two sons.  

We learned that the suspect was running along the Blvd. and striking people as he passed them.  He struck Steven’s son and then hit his wife (Tammy) in the back so hard that she was driven to the ground.  Steven then grabbed the suspect and held him until our arrival.  We placed Jevion under arrest for assault and turned him over to the LAPD.

On 4-7-11, we received a radio call of a man causing a disturbance at Holly Vine Liquors located at 6290 Hollywood Blvd.   Our Officers spoke to John who was polishing the Hollywood Stars.  He said that suspect Aaron asked him for money.  John told him he should get a job.  This angered Aaron who started shouting profanities at John.

The owner of the business, Uugantuya Sukhbaatar, said that Aaron then came into the store, shouted profanities at her, took a beer and walked out.  She followed him outside and watched as he drank the beer.  The suspect then went back over to John and dumped beer on his head.  He also took trash from a nearby can and threw it on John.  

The suspect then returned to the store where he took two more beers.  He continued to shout profanities.  He then left walking eastbound, pushing people and swinging his fists at them as he went.  Our Officers caught up with him and placed him under arrest for theft.  John declined to press charges for the assault.

During his time with us, Aaron kept up a steady stream of racial and other types of profanity.  He was booked into the jail by the LAPD.  We later learned that the LAPD changed his charge to a felony due to prior arrests for the same crime.
On 4-9-11, we received a radio call of three transients fighting at Hollywood Liquor located at 7040 Hollywood Blvd.  Two agreed to leave.  A third named Larry started to leave, but then stopped and grabbed two female tourists from Australia in a sexual manner.  After interviewing the tourists, our Officers approached Larry and placed him 
under arrest.  He became very belligerent and combative.  We called LAPD who responded in force.

Larry started intentionally banging his head on a metal fence.  He was placed on the ground and then attempted to bang his head on the sidewalk.  He kicked Officer Baxter several times.  We were able to keep him from injuring himself.  LAPD Officers arrived and placed the suspect into a Patrol car.  He then started banging his head on the windows.  He continued to struggle and it took seven LAPD Officers to remove him from the car and place him on a gurney so that he could be transported by ambulance to the Jail 
for booking.  We later learned that Larry was a Paroled Sex Offender with an outstanding Felony Warrant for Burglary.  He was wearing a Court ordered GPS ankle bracelet at the time of the arrest.

On 4-12-11, we assisted the LAPD with the arrest of Carlo at Highland and Johnnie Grant Way.  He had gone to Hollywood Souvenirs located at Hollywood and Highland to seek employment.  The owner, Mr. Mars did not have time to speak with Carlo at that moment.  Carlo became enraged and threw a heavy souvenir Hollywood Star at Mr. Mars, striking him on the shoulder.  He then fled the scene.  Carlo did not get the job.

On 4-16-11, we arrested a man for urinating in public at Selma and Wilcox.  He said his name was David Hat.  We later learned that his real name was Jeff.  We also learned that he was a Parolee and had a Felony Warrant out of Idaho.

On 4-17-11, we arrested Preston for Petty Theft at 1666 McCadden.  He had stolen items from the GAP at 6801 Hollywood Blvd., but fled from GAP Security Officer Debra.  After taking the suspect to the LAPD Station, we learned that he had an outstanding 
Felony Warrant.  Miles is a juvenile and we learned that he had run away from a placement facility.

On 4-18-11, we received a radio call of a man beating a woman near 6648 Hollywood Blvd.  The caller said the woman then pulled a knife on the man.  We called LAPD and advised them of the call.  We arrived at the scene, separated the parties and took control of the knife.  Calvin was placed under arrest for spousal abuse (273.5PC).  His wife Rebecca was clearly troubled and was sent to the hospital for evaluation.

On 4-18-11, we received a radio call from Urban Outfitters located at 1520 Cahuenga.  Their Theft Prevention Officer was in foot pursuit of juvenile Narreos as she had stolen almost $800.00 in merchandise from the store.  We caught up with the suspect in the Arclight Theater Parking garage located at 6360 Sunset Blvd.  We placed her under arrest, but were not able to transport her to the Police Station because she was violently thrashing and kicking our Officers.

LAPD arrived and the suspect attacked them as well.  Narreos said that she was on Probation for theft and did not want to go to jail.  We then saw that she was wearing a Court Ordered Ankle Bracelet.  LAPD took custody and booked the suspect.

On 4-25-11, we arrested Christopher for Felony possession of a concealed deadly weapon (12020 PC) at 6267 Sunset Blvd.  He had attached a metal cylinder onto his knuckles, tying it in place with wire.  He then put a glove over this device which was a crude type of brass knuckles.

On 5-3-11, we received a radio call of a security guard being assaulted at 6801 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival we saw that the guard was John Sorianosos.  He was recently homeless and we were able to get him a job working security for Andrews International.  John had asked the suspect (Noel) to leave the property.  Noel became enraged, shouted profanities and threatened to kill John.  He then threw his partially eaten apple at John, hitting him in the eye.  He then fled the scene.

Our Officers found the suspect at 6533 Hollywood Blvd. and took him into custody.  He had a toy handgun in his backpack. 

On 5-4-11, we arrested Timothy after he assaulted a student from the Musician’s Institute.  We turned him over to the LAPD who booked him into the jail.

On 5-4-11, we arrested Nathan for drinking in public at 1520 Wilcox.  He was belligerent and confrontational.  He later calmed down and told us that he had recently become homeless.  He also said he was HIV positive and was on Parole.

On 5-7-2011, we received a radio call to assist security at the W Hotel located at 6250 Hollywood Blvd.  We learned that a man named Jonathan was causing a disturbance.  He was very hostile and confrontational.  He kept referring to 
every passing African American using the ‘N’ word.  He also threatened our Officers.  We finally convinced him to leave the location.

The suspect then walked westbound.  He would step in front of every African American that he passed.  He called them the ‘N’ word and threatened them.  He actually exchanged blows with three people.  Our Officers stepped in and placed him under arrest for committing a Hate Crime (422.6(a) PC) as it was obvious that he was assaulting people based on their race.  We called LAPD who took custody of the suspect.  It is unknown if they booked him or were going to send him for mental evaluation. This crime is a felony.
DEPLOYMENT:
Our hours of deployment are 6:00 A.M. to 8:00 P.M. on Monday through Saturday and 10:00 A.M. to 6:00 P.M. on Sunday.  We did adjust our hours on two occasions in order to address some issues of interest to our client.  These are discussed in the narrative above.

TRAINING UPDATE:
During this period our Officers received firearms training, Taser recertification, Sexual Harassment and Hostile Workplace, Bomb Threats, Telephonic Bomb Threats, Protocols for Security Officers,  Search techniques, Liability and Legal Aspects, Arrest Search and  Seizure, and Patrol Procedures. 
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
