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SUMMARY FOR  5-9-11 THROUGH 7-10-11      
This report takes us through week 27 of 2011.  As always, we pursue our mission which is to improve the quality of life in the BID areas.  We use enforcement of the law, and outreach to the business, tourist, resident, and homeless communities in our attempt to reach our goal.
EVENTS OF INTEREST:
On 5-11-11, BID Officer Holland appeared in Court for the trial of a man named Christopher.  We had arrested him on 4-25-11 as he was wearing a set of homemade brass knuckles which were concealed under a glove.  Chris was a no show at Court.  We did learn that he is a registered sex offender with prior arrests for crimes of violence including Assaulting Police Officers and Resisting Arrest.  He is on Active Probation.

Our Officers also went to Court for the trail of a 29 year old Registered Sex Offender named Darnell who we had arrested on 4-1-11 after he attempted to rape an elderly man in the bathroom of a local McDonalds.  He was convicted although we do not know the exact charges.  
On 5-16-11, we received a radio call of unknown trouble at Highland Liquors located at 1770 Highland.  Upon arrival they contacted two French tourists who said that their car had been stolen.  Our officers did a little investigating and learned that the Department of Transportation had towed it as it was parked in a ‘ZIP Car Only’ spot.  Our guys walked the tourist to a cab and gave the driver directions to the tow yard.  Another BID international success story. 

On 5-23-11, our Officers handled a radio call at the Popeye’s located at 6384 Hollywood Blvd.  As they were leaving, they saw a Commercial microphone boom lying in the street.  It appeared to be expensive and of the type used by the film industry.  We found a stamp on the property identifying it as being the property of ‘Far Out Sounds’.  We learned that the company had a satellite location at 1428 Wilcox and made arrangements to return the mike to them.

On 5-25-11, our Officers found a Wells Fargo Debit card in the name of Cole on the sidewalk outside the 7-11 Store located at 1810 N. Cahuenga.  We took the card to the Wells Fargo branch located at 1600 N. Vine and gave it to Customer Service Representative Achika who took possession of it vowing to track down the owner.

We collected clothing for the homeless during this period.  The clothing was donated by Andrews International employees in Hollywood and Burbank.  Our own Mike and Mike delivered the 15 or so bags of clothing to the Church of the Blessed Sacrament.
On 6-13-11, we received a radio call from Vivianna of the Café Etc located at 6371 Selma.   She complained of subjects that come in every day and conduct narcotics transactions.  We called and left a message for the LAPD Narcotics Section.  They called back and we set up a meeting between Vivianna and them.

On 6-14-11, we found that a new recycling business had opened up in the parking lot behind Pla Boy Liquor.  We contacted George Miriotzhaayn who was running the operation.  He seemed to be on the up and up, having a State of California Recycling license (#RC141443001).  The business is called Ecozone.  George is a young man starting out on his first business venture.  We will monitor for any issues.

On 6-21-11, our officers did a business check at the Winchell’s Donuts located at 1316 Vine.  They spoke to Lilly who has worked there for 12 years.  She is now the owner of this franchise.  She said she has seen great improvement in the area since the BID was established and is very happy with our service.  She was troubled to hear of any possibility of the BID ending and vowed to speak to other business owners about BID renewal.

On 6-27-11, we received a call from Tommy at the Salvation Army located at 5941 Hollywood Blvd.  They had called earlier about trespassers refusing to leave.  He said our Officers responded quickly and handled their problem.  He was very appreciative of our service.

On 6-30-11, our Officers met Stacy who was selling clothing out of a truck labeled ‘Le Fashion Mobile’ in front of Staples located at Sunset and Wilcox.  She seemed to have required permits.  She was polite and said she was aware of the one hour parking limit.

On 7-1-11, we received a radio call of a woman possibly being followed by a man.  She was at the W Plaza located at 6250 Hollywood Blvd.  She was very frightened.  She said she called the Police, but was told there was nothing they could do for her.  We spoke to her and there were indications that she was suffering from mental illness.  As she lived close by, we drove her home to 6228 De Longpre where me met with the Property Manager.  He agreed to walk her to her apartment and to call the LAPD if there were more issues.

On 7-1-11, we responded to 6767 Selma which is several vacant duplexes.  They are broken into constantly and we have made numerous arrests at the location.  We were there to provide security as the company owning the property planned to re-secure it once again.  LAPD also arrived.  The LAPD Officers asked us to verify that the dwelling was uninhabited.  We did so and it was then boarded up.

On 7-8-11, we assisted a D.O.T. Officer that was being confronted by a female transient at 1600 McCadden.  The woman appeared to under the influence of something and she 
was stripping off her clothing.  Our Officers stayed to protect the Officer.  We then flagged down a passing LAPD Unit who stopped and placed the woman under arrest.

OUTREACH:

On 5-10-11, our Officers saw a man having an asthma attack at Cahuenga and Sunset.  The man was in great distress so we had his female companion follow us as we led them to Fire Station 27.  The Paramedics then transported the man to Hollywood Presbyterian Hospital.

On 5-12-11, a man named Tom came to our office.  He was homeless and wanted to thank Officer Coogle for helping to motivate him.  He recently was able to land a job as a welder with Mike’s recommendation.

On 5-15-11, our Officers Courtney Kanagi and Darrin Hayes contacted Devin who is homeless.  Courtney arranged for him to enter a PATH Shelter.  Devin was given Metro Red Line fare, $2.00 in cash, and was sent on his way to the shelter.  Courtney will 
contact him there on Monday morning.  We had arrested Devin on 5-14-11 for drinking in public.

On 5-17-11, we received a radio call of a business dispute at the Check Cashing business located at 6565 Hollywood Blvd.  A couple was trying to get transportation to LAX where they had a 7:00 P.M. flight to Florida.  The female had just been released from a mental institution.  The couple had no money and the business manager wanted them to 
leave.  Our Officer Hayes paid $8.00 for bus tickets and gave the woman another $2.00 for food as she had not eaten today.  The couple then left to catch their bus.

On 5-17-11, we received information regarding long time homeless woman Joan.  She has been very resistant to all efforts to get her assistance.  She had a Court hearing to determine her status.  Our Officers wrote a letter on Andrews International stationary outlining her condition.  Anthony from Housing Works was extremely happy for this 
assistance and said the Court was placing a 21 day hold on Joan.  She will be evaluated and we are hopeful that she will be placed in a Conservatorship.

On 5-19-11, we received a radio call of a woman causing a disturbance at the Trader Joes located at 1600 Vine Street.  Upon arrival we learned that a woman named ‘Andy’ had entered and asked employees to move some boxes so she could recover her ATM card.  When they moved the boxes, Andy started cleaning the area.  We were able to contact her 
son and learned that she had some mental issues.  Our Officers walked her home to her apartment at 1602 Ivar.  She agreed to wait for her son to do further shopping.

On 5-20-11, our Officers stopped at 1747 Cahuenga to warn Morris about aggressive panhandling.  He is homeless and had been in the hospital for the last week.  Although still looking weakened, he actually looks much better than before he was hospitalized.  Our officers spoke to him about the process for receiving rehab and other assistance.  He was interested and agreed to meet with us on Monday to discuss further.

On 5-23-11, our Officers found Jack blocking the sidewalk and entrance to 1714 N. Wilcox.  Our Officers tried to get him to move, but found him to be incoherent.  We called Paramedics who responded and took him to the hospital.  Jack had a briefcase and the Paramedics were reluctant to take it with them.  We took custody of it and locked it in our storeroom.  We were able to return it to him on Wednesday (5-25-11) as he had gotten out of the hospital.  

On 5-23-11, our Officers Reyes and Sewell found Dianne sitting on the sidewalk at 6776 Hollywood Blvd.  She had recently become homeless and needed assistance.  She was distraught and in tears.  She said she had attempted to contact PATH, but could not get a hold of them.  BID Officers Mike and Mike were called to assist.  They were able to contact Sumatra and Jorge from the PATH HERO Team.  They found a bed for her and then responded to pick her up.

On 5-26-11, our Officer saw a woman crying inside Selma Park.  They made contact and learned that she was 20 year old Natalie.  She had just been released from Jail where she served 6 days.  She and her boyfriend had been arrested for shoplifting at Target.  She said she was stealing clothing as she had no money.  Her boyfriend was not released as he had outstanding warrants.

Our Officers (Mike and Mike) had several prior contacts with Natalie and her boyfriend and had tried to assist them.  They found Natalie to be naïve and easily led astray by her 
boyfriend.  She has been homeless since age 17.  The Mikes convinced Natalie to accompany them to the Church of the Blessed Sacrament where she was given food, new clothes and a duffel bag to carry her meager belongings.

Reggie from PATH was then contacted and he agreed to help. He found a bed for Natalie at The Covenant House.  She was assigned a case worker.  Natalie was very thankful for the help.

On 6-2-11, our Officers found a female on the ground on the north-west corner Hollywood and Vine.  She was unconscious and they were unable to rouse her.  We called Paramedics and RA27 responded and took her to the hospital.

On 6-14-11, our Officers saw an argument taking place between 15 year old Maxine and her father Maxwell.  Maxwell said his daughter had just moved to Hollywood from Texas as her mother was too ill to care for her.  Maxwell said he is homeless and has been forced to stay at local Motels in the area.  Maxine attends Hollywood High School.  Our Officers (Mike and Mike) told them about services available at the Church of the Blessed Sacrament.  They agreed to meet there the next day.

Maxwell and Maxine did come to the Church.  Maxwell was assisted in getting his driver’s license and will soon start work driving a truck for SIR which is located at Wilcox and Sunset.  They have also been receiving assistance with food and an apartment was located as well.
On 6-21-11, our Officers spoke to the homeless Mark at Sunset and Vine.  He had his shirt off and had bumps and sores all over his upper body.  He was scratching profusely.  Our guys drew him a map to the Saban Free Clinic located at 6043 Hollywood Blvd.  Mark said he was going directly over there.

On 6-30-11, our Officers were doing a business check at Out of the Closet located at 6210 Sunset Blvd.  They met a homeless woman there named Tiffany.  She was having trouble moving her suitcase as the wheels had broken. We were able to get her a new one from Get Love.

On 7-2-11, we found wheelchair bound Mary at the W Plaza located at 6250 Hollywood Blvd.  She seemed to be in some distress.  Our Officer bought her some water.  She was trying to get to Union Station and had cash.  He then flagged down a cab for her and sent her on her way.

On 7-8-11, we arrested Keston for Domestic Violence (documented under HBID Arrests of interest).  The victim is his girlfriend Natalie.  We have suspected that she was being abused and have tried to reach out to her for the last three months.  We had actually helped to get her placed at the Covenant House where she stayed for several weeks.  We had arrested Keston, but he was released and tracked her down and removed her from the shelter.  

On this date, we contacted Josh and Courtney from PATH and they were able to place Natalie in an emergency shelter for the weekend.  Our Officers also spoke to Koalani from the Covenant House who agreed to re-evaluate Natalie’s case and would consider excepting her back into their program.

ENFORCEMENT:

In the Hollywood BID we have made a total of 530 arrests.  Two hundred and sixty seven were for drinking in public, 39 for urinating in public, 90 for trespass, 16 for illegal vending, 19 for battery, 43 for blocking the sidewalk, 10 for theft, 2 for vandalism, 14 for miscellaneous misdemeanors, and 30 for felonies. We also made 323 homeless referrals, assisted 121 agencies, provided extra patrol to 736 locations, assisted 4300 citizens, handled 1217 radio calls for service and made 1742 business contacts. 

In the Sunset BID, we have made a total of 162 arrests.  Eighty one were for drinking in public, 19 for urinating in public, 17 for trespass, 9 for battery, 14 for blocking the sidewalk, 6 for theft, 1 for vandalism, 1 for miscellaneous misdemeanors, and 14 for felonies.  We also made 100 homeless referrals, assisted 51 agencies, provided extra patrol to 428 locations, assisted 3031 citizens, handled 644 radio calls for service, and made 1088 business contacts.    

The combined totals for both BIDS are 692 arrests.  Three hundred and forty eight for drinking in public, 58 for urinating in public, 107 for trespass, 16 for illegal vending, 28 for battery, 57 for blocking the sidewalk, 16 for theft, 3 for vandalism, 15 for miscellaneous misdemeanors and 44 for felonies.   We also made a combined total of 423 homeless referrals, assisted 172 agencies, provided extra patrol to 1164 locations, assisted 7331 citizens, handled 1861 radio calls for service, and made 2830 business contacts.

We have learned that LAPD Chief Beck has stated that assaults on his Officers are up 42% so far this year.  I then looked at our Use of Force statistics and saw that we are up an amazing 77% this year over last.  At this time in 2010 we had nine uses of force compared to sixteen this year.  Fortunately our Officers only received cuts and bruises.  The suspects sustained only minor scrapes in a few cases.  

During the month of June alone we had six uses of force while making arrests.  One suspect was drinking in public and fought when we attempted to arrest him.  A second suspect assaulted our Officers on two separate occasions.  He was deeply troubled and screamed for our Officers to kill him.  Another incident involved a woman who flagged us down asking for help as her boyfriend was threatening to stab her.  He attacked our Officers when they intervened.  A knife was recovered on his person and he had an outstanding Felony warrant for Domestic Violence.  Another was arrested for a Felony after threatening to hit a Security Guard on the head with his skateboard.  The last involved a deeply troubled homeless man that attacked our Officers as they walked him out of the traffic lanes on Hollywood Blvd.  He had been standing in the roadway as cars were forced to drive around him.  A 5150 hold was placed on this man and he was taken to the hospital for evaluation. 
Our Officers received cuts and bruises on several of these arrests.  None of the suspects were injured which is a testament to the restraint, team-work and skill of our Officers

NOTED ARRESTS:
 On 5-9-11, we arrested William for drinking in public outside of the K+L Wines located at 1400 Vine Street.  After taking him to the LAPD Station, we learned that he had a $50,000.00 Warrant from San Bernardino County.

On 5-11-11, we received a radio call of a man causing a disturbance at the Jack in the Box located at 6407 Sunset Blvd.  The Manager Elvia said that the suspect had been aggressively panhandling and she asked him to leave.  He became furious and threw the cash register to the floor.  The machine was valued at $1,000.00.  We then arrested Leon for Felony Vandalism.  He was transported to our office where he was extremely hostile.  He urinated on our floor in an act of defiance.  We transported him to the LAPD Station where he fought with Officers.
On 5-11-11, we received a radio call to assist Security at the CNN Building located at 6430 Sunset Blvd.  Officer Martinez told us that he twice asked John to leave the location.  John refused, took a fighting stance and said “F you.  I’m gonna kill you”.  He then approached Martinez and said “I’m gonna stab you in the neck”.  Martinez and another guard then grabbed the suspect and held him until our arrival.  We placed the suspect under arrest for making a Terrorist Threat which is a Felony.

On 5-16-11, we received a radio call of a fight in front of the Trader Joes located at 1600 Vine Street.  We met with store security agent Danlag.  He said that a male and female stole a bottle of vodka and then fled when he confronted them.  We then took Danlag in our vehicle to check the area for the suspects.  

We found them in the W Plaza located at 6250 Hollywood Blvd.  We placed 16 year old Deshawn and 16 year old Tiara under arrest for theft.  After turning them over to the LAPD we learned that Deshawn was on Felony Probation for Attempted Robbery and Tiara was on Probation for Theft.

On 5-18-11, we arrested Rudy for drinking in public at 6150 Hollywood Blvd.  After taking him to the LAPD Station, we learned that he was on Parole for Carjacking.  He told our Officers that he had been a gang member in the past.  He also said that he is homeless.  We gave him a PATH card and told him about available services.  He was very cooperative and appreciative for the help.

On 5-19-11, we received a radio call at the Maui and Son Bar and Grill located at 6708 Hollywood Blvd.  We spoke to Jason who is the Manager and Sarah who is the waitress.  They said that the suspect asked Sarah for a cigarette. When she said no, he grabbed her 
hand and started pulling her outside.  She pulled her hand away and he grabbed her by her shirt and continued pulling her outside.  Jason then ordered him to leave.

The suspect became very angry.  He grabbed a seven foot tall shark which is the businesses mascot and threw it to the ground causing over a thousand dollars in damage.  We then arrested suspect Mark for Felony Vandalism.  Jason said that Mark has caused many problems in the past by aggressively pan handling his customers.

On 5-22-11, our officers saw Ronald vandalizing the retaining wall at 7080 Hollywood Blvd.  He was using a green sharpie.  Ronald said that he was drawing schematics of the intersection.  He was placed under arrest and booked at the LAPD Station.
On 5-27-11, after numerous warnings, we arrested Antoine for trespass at the McDonalds located at 6776 Hollywood Blvd.  After taking him to the LAPD Station, we learned that he was a Parolee at Large and was wanted in New York State for Felony Explosives and Weapons charges.  We were advised that New York planned to extradite.
On 5-28-11, we arrested Ruben for theft at the CVS Pharmacy located at 1747 Cahuenga.  After transporting him to the LAPD Station, we learned that he had a prior conviction for this offense.  His charge was then changed to 666 PC which is a felony.

On 5-31-11, we received a radio call of a man causing a disturbance at the McDonalds located at 6776 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival we saw the suspect, Lynn practicing karate moves in front of the location.  We were then contacted by the victim Larry.  He said that Lynn was walking through the McDonalds yelling at and threatening patrons calling them “F-ing Mexicans’, Peckerwoods, and other charming names.  He was 
challenging people to fight.  He then approached Larry, called him a ‘Peckerwood’ and ‘Racist’.  He then dumped a cup of water in Larry’s face.

We then placed Lynn under arrest for Battery.  He was very tense, but we hooked him up without incident.  Lynn was one large and troubled suspect.  He is 6’2 and weighed in at 296 pounds.  We needed two sets of handcuffs to secure him.  After the arrest he told me that he is a billionaire architect.  He showed me his latest casino concept which looked very similar to the space shuttle. 
We had further contact with Lynn as we assisted the LAPD as they arrested him at the Grauman’s Chinese Theater for trespass.
On 6-15-11, we received a radio call to assist security at the Galaxy building located at 7021 Hollywood Blvd.  Upon arrival we spoke to a Ms Hunter.  She caught Paul  urinating in the elevator.  When she confronted him, he attempted to strike her.  We placed him under arrest for attempted Battery.
On 6-15-11, our Officers were flagged down by Amber at Hollywood and Ivar.  She asked for help saying that her ex-boyfriend was stalking and threatening her.  She also 
said he was under the influence of meth.  A witness advised that the suspect, Brandon, had been screaming profanities at the victim.  Our Officers stopped and Brandon shouted profanities and threats at them.  He said he would kill them and then struck an Officer using his elbow.  The Officers attempted to take him into custody.  He fought and tried to bite the Officers.  

Brandon was finally placed into custody.  He had no injuries.  One of our Officers sustained cuts and bruises.  After taking the suspect to the LAPD Station, we learned that he had an outstanding $50,000.00 warrant for Domestic Violence.

On 6-16-11, we arrested Daniel for drinking in public at 6125 Hollywood Blvd.  The Felony charge of Carrying a Concealed Weapon was added as a hatchet was found concealed at his waistband.

On 6-18-11, we received a radio call of a man exposing his penis in the Greyhound parking lot located at 1715 Cahuenga.  Upon arrival they saw that the crime was indeed occurring.  They stalled the suspect (Torence) and called the LAPD.  They responded and took the suspect into custody for indecent exposure.
On 6-20-11, our Officers were driving eastbound when they saw Arni standing in the traffic lanes in the 6700 block of Hollywood Blvd.  We have had prior contacts with this severely mentally challenged homeless man.  Fearing that he would be struck by a car, Officers Holland and Sterling stopped and walked him out of traffic.  

Arni suddenly attacked our Officers, shoving one and pulling the other to his knees.  All the parties ended up in a wrestling match on the ground.  Local business owner Steve Zahavi rushed over and helped hold Arni until we could handcuff him.   Officer Holland received some deep cuts and scrapes.  Arni was not injured.  LAPD responded and placed a 5150 hold on Arni and transported him to the hospital for psychiatrist evaluation.

On 6-27-11, we received a radio call of a theft at the CVS Pharmacy located at 1747 Cahuenga.  We spoke to Security Guard Bekhit Bedik who caught Sebastian trying to leave the store with a large bottle of vodka concealed in his pant leg.  The suspect shoved him when he tried to stop him.  They ended up in a wrestling match on the floor where the suspect punched the guard in the throat.  He then grabbed the vodka which had fallen from his pants, and fled the scene.  

We took the guard in our vehicle and went looking for the suspect.  After locating him, we followed and called the LAPD.  They were unable to respond immediately and we were forced to stop the suspect as he was about to enter an apartment complex at 1853 Whitley.  We placed him under arrest for robbery and held him until the LAPD arrived.  We later learned that felony robbery charges were filed against the suspect.  

On 6-30-11, we arrested Ronnie for drinking in public at 7080 Hollywood Blvd.  After taking him to the LAPD Station, we learned that he had an outstanding Felony Warrant for Burglary.

On 7-1-11, our Officers were conducting a business check at the McDonalds located at 6776 Hollywood Blvd.  They heard Antonio yelling profanities at the counterperson.  He was enraged because he wanted an ice cream cone, but the machine was being cleaned.  Our Officers tried to calm him.  They got him his money back and asked him to leave.  He then turned and struck our Officer in the chest.  A wrestling match ensued and Antonio was taken into custody.  After taking him to the LAPD Station, we learned that the suspect was on Probation for Assault with a Deadly Weapon and had a long Rap sheet including arrests for Robbery, Battery, Terrorist Threats, and Narcotics charges.

On 7-1-11, we received a radio call of a battery at Mediterranean Café located at 6603 Hollywood Blvd. We learned that Laura entered and ordered food to go.  She then sat and put her feet up on the table.  Owner Fadi Fakih asked her to remove her feet from the table.  She became irate and started shouting profanities at him including the ‘N’word.  He asked her to pay for her food and she handed him some very dirty money.  He asked for clean bills which angered her further.  She then grabbed a plate and struck him in the face.  She tried to take cash from the register, but he was able to stop her.  She then grabbed cash from the Tip jar then threw it to the floor shattering the glass.  Fadi’s mother (Chaban, Helen) then approached and the suspect also hit her in the face with the plate.

Hill then left with a witness following her.  The witness flagged down one of our units.  We took him in our vehicle and found the suspect walking southbound on McCadden and Hawthorn.   A witness positively identified the suspect.  LAPD was not immediately available and we were forced to make the arrest as Hill stopped and confronted our Officers.  The victim did sign a Private Person’s Arrest Form.  This was done as a precaution and was not really necessary as the crime is a felony.  LAPD Unit 6A45 arrived and took custody of Hill.  They talked to the parties and then released her.  It is not known if they took any crime report.    

On 7-5-11, we received a radio call from the Security Guard at 1400 Cahuenga.  He said a suspicious man was looking into parked vehicles and attempting to enter them.  Our Officers found Christopher inside a vehicle.  We called the LAPD and asked them to respond.  We got a Private Person Arrest form signed by the guard and took him into custody.  The Officers arrived and verified that the vehicle the suspect had been in was stolen.  Grand Theft Auto was then added to his charges.  We later learned that he had many prior arrests for Auto Burglary.

On 7-7-11, we arrested Richard for drinking in public at 6465 Sunset Blvd.  LAPD responded and ran a computer check on the suspect.  They then learned that he had an outstanding $100,000.00 Narcotics Warrant.

On 7-8-11, we received a radio call of a woman screaming.  We contacted Natalie who was crying and screaming.  She said that her boyfriend was beating her again.  We held the suspect (Keston) and called the LAPD who responded and booked him for 273.5 PC (Domestic Violence).  Note that we have arrested this couple in the past and saw signs of abuse on Natalie.  Our Officers have been trying to assist her.  See the Outreach section for further.
On 7-9-11, our Officers were on patrol when they saw Robert exiting the now vacant Numero Uno located at 1816 Highland.  He came out through a hole that had been punched through the wall.  He was removing a cash register and other items and placing them in a truck.  Our Officers stayed at some distance and videotaped the suspect.  We called the LAPD who responded and detained Robert.  LAPD Dispatch then called us back saying they found no sign of forced entry. Our Officers then pulled up and showed them the hole in the wall.  Robert had pulled a large Pepsi sign in front of the hole thus concealing it from view.  He was arrested for Burglary.
